Extra Credit
General Book Report

Up to 25 points of extra credit possible

Directions: Students are to read a work of fiction: grade level or higher (Sorry, no Dr. Seuss). Then, students may complete up to five accompanying assignments for 5 points of extra credit each.  

Assignment #1 (5 points)

Write an 11 sentence paragraph summary of the book. The paragraph should follow the format of 3 main events with two supporting details each complete with an introduction and a conclusion.

Assignment #2 (5 points)

Complete a full plot map with at least an exposition, rising action, conflict, climax, falling action, and resolution.  Include as many details as possible.

Assignment #3 (5 points)

Re-write the ending of the novel in 3-5 pages.  Be as creative as possible using vivid sensory imagery whenever possible. 

Assignment #4 (5 points)

Fill out character description for all the characters in the novel.  Include appearance, personality traits, relationships, etc. (at least 2 complete sentences for each character) 

Assignment #5 (5 points)

Create a vocabulary list of words from the book (at least 10 total). Include in the list the word, part of speech, definition, sentence with the word from the book, and your own original sentence using the word.

Students may repeat as many times as students need it.
Students should turn in all 5 assignments in their class file marked “Extra Credit.”
