Self Edit Checklist

Take this editing seriously. If you fail this research paper, then you will most likely fail this class. Please take the time and the effort to make your paper the best it can be. Remember to use words of the day for extra credit! Don’t forget –if you turn your paper in early you will receive extra credit as well!

Format:

1. Do you have a header with your last name and the correct page number for each page (not just 1 on every page)? 
2. Does your heading include your name, your teacher’s name, the class, and the due date? 

3. Is your title interesting and exciting? Try to make it as intriguing as possible. 

Your title should NOT be bolded or underlined. It should be centered and in the same font as the rest of your paper. 

4. Is each paragraph indented (tab over)? 

5. Make sure your paper is in third person and does not have any contractions or slang. 

6. You should have used ALL THREE sources cited at least once in your paper. 

Introduction:

1. Make sure your first sentence catches your audience’s attention. Make sure you cited your interesting fact of statistic.

2. Your thesis needs to state what your paper is about and be the last sentence in your introduction paragraph. 

3. Make sure your intro is at least 5 sentences.
Body paragraphs: 

1. Make sure each of your body paragraphs are at least 11 sentences. Don’t forget your introductory and conclusion sentence!
2. Look at your peer edit sheet – are you using transition words to introduce each of your mini main points? 

3. Look at your peer edit sheet at the sentences underlined in orange – any information that you found from your sources MUST BE CITED. If they are not cited you are committing PLAGIARISM and you WILL RECEIVE A ZERO!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!! 

4. Look at any direct quotes you included. Make sure you introduced them in your own words!! They should be marked with a star if you did not introduce them in your own words. Fix these.

Conclusion:

1. Your first sentence should be your restated thesis. It should look very different from your original thesis but essentially say the same thing (different wording, different order of words, synonyms). 

2. Make sure each of your three main points are restated in separate sentences in your conclusion. 

3. Your last sentence should be a memorable closing!
